Health Notes from the School Nurse


Spring is coming and with it comes allergies.  Your body reacts to allergens you come in contact with such as pollens from trees, grasses, weeds, dust mites, animal dander, and mold.  The common symptoms of allergies include repeated sneezing, a runny nose with a clear drainage, or you experience itchy and watery eyes or an itchy throat or nose.  There is no cure for allergies.  There are some over the counter medications that can be used to treat the symptoms of allergies.  Ask your doctor which medications are right for you and your child.  It is important to see a doctor if you experience pain in the sinus area around your face, yellow or green drainage from your nose, fever, ear pain or severe itching of the eyes or nose.  Please be aware that your children might start experiencing some of the symptoms of allergies, but if they do not have a fever, sinus pain or ear pain, they can still come to school.
