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OVERVIEW    
I.
CONTENT:  (Why is this unit important?  What are the essential concepts in this unit?) 
This unit is important to 5th grade students as they gain an awareness and appreciation of the tenacity, cooperation, and hardships our forefathers endured in the fight for freedom from English tyranny.  Students will also gain an understanding of the causes leading to the American Revolution and the course that it followed.

II.
PROCESS:  (How are the thinking skills developed?)
During the course of this unit, students will actively achieve the thinking skills necessary to research, analyze, comprehend, compare & contrast, and synthesize historical ideas that are foundational to the understanding of the American Revolution.  The vehicle of enlightenment for students will travel a multidisciplinary path enriched with a variety of modes of media and learning styles.

III.
PRODUCT:  (What will kids do/know as a result of this unit?)
As a result of this unit, students will gain a working understanding into the causes and course of the American Revolution, meeting the Social Studies standards prescribed by the state of California for 5th graders.

I–SEARCH INDEPENDENT RESEARCH PROJECTS

FOR GIFTED AND TALENTED STUDENTS

1.
PARADOXES:  

Many people in the United States believe that the British were totally in the wrong for the cause of the Revolutionary War.  Research and create a PowerPoint presentation presenting the British viewpoint of the War.

2.
ATTRIBUTES:   


Research the attributes of the signers of the Declaration of Independence. Complete a Venn diagram comparing and contrasting two of these signers.  There should be at least 6 attributes under each signer.

3.
ANALOGIES:  


It is often said that the American Revolution is a civil war.  Explain why this is true.  Compare and contrast using a project cube.  Each opposite side should depict an analogy between the Revolutionary War and the Civil War.

4.
DISCREPANCIES: 


Observe the painting of the Washington Crossing of the Delaware by Emanuel Leutze and research to find the discrepancy within the painting.  Recreate another famous painting and insert a discrepancy.


5.
PROVOCATIVE QUESTIONS: 


After researching the role of women in the American Revolution, create a pamphlet depicting at least five of these roles.

6.
EXAMPLES OF CHANGE: 


The weapons of war have changed greatly since the American Revolution.  Create a visual timeline that depicts these changes.  The timeline should include captions that state the advantages or disadvantages.

7.
EXAMPLES OF HABIT:

Several modern day societies or religious groups have chosen not to take advantage of technological advances (i.e. Amish).  Research one of these groups and use this information to write and oral report to be presented in class.

8.
ORGANIZED RANDOM SEARCH:  


Monarchy was the form of government in England. Using the monarchy as your model, redesign the student council in your school.  In a labeled diagram show governance in your school for the next ten years.

9.
SKILLS OF SEARCH:  
              Research a colonial foods and create a kid’s meal for a child in this time period.  Tell what foods you would include in this meal and explain why.  Create a jingle you can use to market your colonial kid’s meal.

10. 
TOLERANCE FOR AMBIGUITY:

Many groups have protested about governmental policies.  The colonists protests reached the level of a revolution.  Research other situations in our history where groups have protested or rebelled against the government.  Present your findings in skit.

11. 
INTUITIVE EXPRESSION: 


Listen to war music.  Paint or draw a picture expressing your emotions while listening.

12. 
ADJUSTMENT TO DEVELOPMENT:


Research the Boston Massacre.  Could anything have been done to prevent it?  Create a soldier’s training video for how to react in these situations.
13. 
STUDY CREATIVE PEOPLE AND PROCESS:

Choose a creative person from this time period to research.  Create a poem, rap, or song about this person.

14. 
EVALUATE SITUATIONS:

Research the Battle of Trenton.  How would the outcome have been different if the Hessian commander had listened to his spies?  Create a comic strip that depicts a different outcome.

15. 
CREATIVE READING SKILL:

Research one famous Revolutionary War person and create a body map of this person by sketching a life-size torso and attaching descriptor tags.  Tags should include: personality traits, goals and accomplishments, feelings and emotions about the war.

16. 
CREATIVE LISTENING SKILL: 


Listen to Revolutionary War music and create a dance.

17. 
CREATIVE WRITING SKILL:


Re-write a tall tale like Paul Bunyon or Pecos Bill using a colonial female heroine.  Explain outlandish feats performed by the heroine that aided the settlers in the New World.  Illustrate your tall tale and prepare it in booklet form.

18. 
VISUALIZATION SKILL: 


Visualize famous Revolutionary War battle scenes.  Create a mural depicting the scenes.  Be sure to have a foreground with some main characters or participants in detail, middle ground and a background in your mural.

ANALYZING HUMAN ACTIVITIES!  (AHA!)
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STATE STANDARD 5.5.1  (Benchmark 1) STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO: Understand how political (i.e. French & Indian War), religious, and economic ideas and interests brought about the Revolution (e.g., resistance to imperial policy, the Stamp Act, the Townshend Acts, taxes on tea, Coercive Acts). 
ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Producing, Exchanging and Distributing create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

1.  PRODUCING, EXCHANGING, AND DISTRIBUTING [ECONOMICS] 

Textbook or Database: Hougton Mifflin 262-278




 

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: Students listen to the song “Respect” by Aretha Franklin.

Students will: Gain insight into the meaning of “taxation without representation” and the laws imposed by Britain that angered the colonists to the point of revolution. 


COMPREHENSION: 

Students randomly choose a pre-revolutionary character (king, parliament, tax collector, or colonist) and receive ten M& M candies as currency.  After students have been unfairly taxed in a class simulation (M& Ms taken away randomly), they have the opportunity to compare their feelings as colonists.  

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: Show a variety of “protests signs” in various forms of media.

Students will:  Demonstrate their understanding of fairness.

Class/team product: Create a poster that depicts an idea that they think is an injustice.

Multicultural/School-to-Career Link: Invite a member of a local tribal council to talk about the California taxation on tribal casinos or invite the local county tax collector to come in discuss property taxes.  Students would then measure the area of their desks and are consequently taxed. 
Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: Students are given a shopping list with prices and specific amount of money to spend.  Students will buy as many items as they can with their money and calculate their bill, including the tax at 7.5% and 11%.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory Set: Read Aloud: Can’t You Make them Behave King George by Jean Fritz

Students will: demonstrate their understanding of Britain’s view of why it was necessary to tax the colonies.

Class/team/individual product: Students will write a letter to the colonists from the King’s point of view, justifying the King’s taxation of colonies.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Write about their opinion of Britain’s decision to tax the colonies, while justifying their point of view.

HOMELINK: Take a survey of the people in their household about their view on taxes.

STATE STANDARD 5.6.1 STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO Identify and map the major military battles, campaigns, and turning points of the Revolutionary War, the roles of the American and British leaders, and the Indian leaders’ alliances on both sides.
ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Transportation create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

2.   TRANSPORTATION  

Class Textbook 

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: View a selected set of video clips from United Streaming about the history of transportation with ships.  Clips from History of Transportation for Ships: The History of Ships; How Ships Affect the Places They Go.

Students will: Describe the various forms of transportation available during this time period and their contribution during the Revolutionary War.
COMPREHENSION:  Compare and contrast using a Venn diagram the various forms of transportation in Revolutionary War and present times
APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: Students will learn and sing Yankee Doodle.

Students will: Demonstrate their understanding how the various modes of transportation played an instrumental part in the Revolutionary War.

Class/team product: Students are broken into small cooperative learning groups and randomly select a “mode of transportation” from a basket containing different transportation modes of the times on strips of paper.  Each group will research and report back to the class orally the pros and cons of their transportation mode during the Revolutionary War.

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: The class will view a video clip from United Streaming or Amistad showing how ships disrupted cultures across the globe.  Clips: United Streaming-- Slave Ship; Amistad--Opening scene

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: Students will compare traveling distances on horse and ship by calculating the speed times the distance between two points. 

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link: Invite a Navy pilot from a naval air station to come and share with the class.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Students will view clips from the TV show Amazing Race.

Students will: Critically think about the different forms of modern transportation.

Class/team/individual product: Design a vacation of their dreams describing how they would travel to each destination and justify why they chose the modes of transportation that they did.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Invent and write about a future mode of transportation that would be beneficial a 100 years from now.

HOMELINK: Discuss with your family which transportation has changed the most in their lifetime.

STATE STANDARD 5.5.2 STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO  5.5.2 Know the significance of the first and second Continental Congresses and of the Committees of Correspondence.

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Communications create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

3.  COMMUNICATIONS  

Class Textbook 

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: Listen to the song “I Heard it Through the Grapevine,” by Marvin Gay.

Students will: Be able to brainstorm and discuss the different forms of communication written and oral during the Revolutionary War.

COMPREHENSION:  Devise a plan that would get a message quickly and accurately throughout your school from the principal down to each student using a mode of communication that was available during Revolutionary War times. 

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: Read Aloud: Paul Revere’s Ride.

Students will: Find a way to get a coded message to General Washington without writing it down or speaking to him and be able to discuss and defend their choices.

Class/team product: Develop a coded message of their choosing.

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: View clips from the movie “ Windtalker” demonstrating the use of Native Americans language as a code.

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link:  Investigate how two different animals communicate within their species and present to the class your findings. 

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link:  Invite a representative from a local Satellite company to come in and explain how information today, like TV, is sent though the airwaves via satellite technology.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Play the “Telephone Game.”

Students will: Be able to recognize propaganda when they hear or see it.

Class/team/individual product: Students will demonstrate their understanding of the importance of the Committee of Correspondence by comparing it to today’s “Internet.”

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Students will discuss and justify their responses to the following prompt: What other types of communication might there be available in the future.

HOMELINK: Discuss with your family the different forms of communication you use at home and be ready to share your findings with the class.
STATE STANDARD 5.5.3 STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO Understand the people and events associated with the drafting and signing of the Declaration of Independence and the document’s significance, including the key political concepts it embodies, the origins of those concepts, and its role in severing ties with Great Britain.

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Protecting and Conserving create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

4.  PROTECTING AND CONSERVING  

Textbook or Database: Text Book pg.295-299

KNOWLEDGE: The Student will be able to describe the “Rights” and “government” of the colonists.

Anticipatory Set: Listen to the song “Think About It,” by Aretha Franklin.

Students will: Diagram the purpose of each part of the Declaration of Independence.
COMPREHENSION: After researching several colonial leaders, students defend the importance for colonial leaders to break away from British rule.

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: View short clip of from United Streaming of the colonists involved in the creation and signing of the Declaration of Impendence.

Students will: Gain an understanding of what signers of the Declaration of Independence ushered in with the signing of their signatures.

Class/team product: Create a political commercial or political cartoon showing American or British perspective on rights. 

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: How did the Declaration of Independence relate to North American women and slaves?

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: Students will read the Declaration of Independence and count the number of times the words “freedom” and “right(s)” show-up.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link: Invite a guest speaker who is familiar with rights or human rights.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Read Aloud: If I Were in Charge of the World by Shel Silverstein.

Students will: Learn the some of the difficulty and struggles our forefathers went through creating the Bill of Rights.

Class/team/individual product: In cooperative learning groups, students will develop a declaration of independence.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Describe the most important freedom (Right) that signers of the Bill of Rights provided Americans, in your opinion.

HOMELINK: Talk to your family about what “Rights” that citizens of other countries may not enjoy.
 

STATE STANDARD 5.6 (.2-.3) STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO Describe the contributions of France and other nations and of individuals including the role women played in the outcome of the Revolution.
ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Providing Education create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

5.  PROVIDING EDUCATION  

Class Textbook 

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: Show video clip from United Streaming: Diversity of Colonial Communities—Education, leisure, etc.

Students will: Match the different types of “educational opportunity” to the New England, Middle Colonies, and Southern Colonies.
COMPREHENSION:  

Students know how to explain the need for education and be able to read the new laws, rights, etc.

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: Listen to an audio file that depicts a reenactment what a classroom may sound like from a Revolutionary War times school.  Website: Old Sturbridge Village Main Page.

Students will: Role-play life in a one-room school with “old time” rules in place.

Class/team product: Students will rewrite a list of “original” one-room classroom school rules into modern language.  Website: Education World, “Back in the Day: Lessons From Colonial Classrooms.”

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: Discuss the differences in the educational opportunities available for women and African American, then and now.

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: Do a math worksheet but convert the answers into British currency.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link: Read about the education of the founding fathers.  Discuss what education students will need to achieve their dream job.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Show a film clip of “Anne of Green Gables.”

Students will: Read about the use of Hornbooks (handout). Website: Blackwell History of Education Collection.

Class/team/individual product: Students will create a hornbook and quill pen, and identify the parts of each with their usage.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Students will write about making their hornbook using colonial type lettering.

HOMELINK: Discuss, then compare and contrast, your family’s early educational experiences with those of your own.
STATE STANDARD 5.6 (.2-.3) Describe the contributions of France and other nations and of individuals including the role women played in the outcome of the Revolution.
ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Making and Using Tools and/or Technology create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

6.  MAKING AND USING TOOLS AND/OR TECHNOLOGY  

Class Textbook 

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: View the United Streaming video: The Real Benjamin Franklin.  Brainstorm with the class the many contributions of this great man.

Students will: Identify simple machines that they use in an average day.

COMPREHENSION:  

Each group of students will outline their research on the role tools played in the American Revolution and individually write a summary of their findings using 5th grade writing standards.

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set:  Show the video clip from the Patriot with Mel Gibson that depicts Mel Gibson (Patriot leader) in a battle scene making the comment “Here comes our long lost friends the French.” 

Students will: Identify as many tools and simple machines as you can.

Class/team product: Create a 1 slide PowerPoint presentation that highlights the use of most common tools of the day i.e. needle, loom, hammer.  

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: In groups of two, students will use their Social Studies book to discover at least two other cultures that participated in the War and how they may have contributed to its outcome.    

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link:  In small groups, using any available books or technology, brainstorm/list as may inventions that you can that Benjamin Franklin was responsible for ushering in and then individually choose the one you think was the most important at the time.  Survey the class afterwards and create a tally sheet of the most popular inventions to springboard a discussion about student’s choices.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link:  Invite in a craftsman to share with the class the tools of his/her trade and touch on how technology has influenced their craft.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Show a James Bond film clip of one of the many trick toys he is given to perform his job as a secret agent.

Students will: Create/Design/Improve on a tool that would be an asset or fill a beneficial need in society today.

Class/team/individual product: Create a poster advertisement that would persuade others to buy or invest in their product.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Describe, list, or draw as many tools that you can think of that were important to the men and women during the Revolutionary War period.

HOMELINK: After discussing with your family the tool list that you created in your journal, circle the one that you think has changed the least from Revolutionary times until today. 
STATE STANDARD 5.6 (.2-.3) STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO Describe the contributions of France and other nations and of individuals including the role women played in the outcome of the Revolution.

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Providing Recreation create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

7.  PROVIDING RECREATION

Textbook: Revolutionary War Days by David C. King 

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: Play games and sing songs from revolutionary times.

Students will: Name modern games and songs that are similar to revolutionary.
COMPREHENSION:  Students will explain why games and other leisure activities are important i.e. building relationships, learning, and fun.

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: Play capture the flag—march to music—learn a period dance.

Students will: Discuss the meaning of the game, etc.

Class/team product: Students will make and play Patriots and Redcoats, or make and play the “glass harmonica.”

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: Learn a game from another country.

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: Provide students the hits accumulated by a professional baseball team for one season.  Students will calculate at least 3 of the players’ batting averages.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link: Invite in a coach or skilled sports player to talk to students about the level of change and planning goes into their sport.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Show film clip “Toy Story” or “War Game.”

Students will: Explain how toys and games, and the way we play them have changed.  How are they the same and different?

Class/team/individual product: In groups create a game and write directions or explain a game to the class.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Write about your favorite thing to do for recreation.  Explain why you enjoy it.

HOMELINK: Teach Patriots and Redcoats to your family.
STATE STANDARD  (5.5.1 & 5.5.4) STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO understand how political (i.e. French & Indian War), religious, and economic ideas and interests brought about the Revolution (e.g., resistance to imperial policy, the Stamp Act, the Townshend Acts, taxes on tea, Coercive Acts). STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO 5.5.4 Describe the views, lives, and impact of key individuals during this period (e.g., King George III, Patrick Henry, Thomas Jefferson, George Washington, Benjamin Franklin, John Adams).
ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Organizing and Governing create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

8.  ORGANIZING AND GOVERNING  

Class Textbook 

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: Listen to Metallica’s song, Don’t Tread on Me. Or watch the United Streaming video on George Washington’s life.

Students will: Be able to identify traits that a “good” leader and commander should exhibit, i.e. George Washington.
COMPREHENSION:  

Knowing why the 2nd Continental Congress chose George Washington as commander.

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: View clips from United Streaming that show the crossing of the Delaware and Valley Forge scene, as well as Thomas Paine saying “These are the times that try men’s souls” at Valley Forge (Video).

Students will: Understand the hardships of a colonial soldier.

Class/team product: Compare and contrast the British soldier with the Colonial soldier using a Venn diagram or in essay form.

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: Discuss some of the different forms of government that exists in other countries today or past.

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: In cooperative learning groups, students will research the different entry-level pay for the different ranks of the 4 armed service branches.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link: Invite an Armed Services recruiter to come in and talk to students about career choices.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Show multiple clips depicting “heroes,” i.e. Martin Luther King Jr., Gandhi, Mother Theresa.

Students will: Choose a person living or dead that is a “hero” to you and explain why you chose that person.

Class/team/individual product: Make a poster advertisement of your hero.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Write a diary entry as if you were a soldier at Valley Forge.
HOMELINK: Discuss with your family how you think a soldier’s life is different now than during Revolutionary times.
STATE STANDARD 5.5.1STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO understand how political (i.e. French & Indian War), religious, and economic ideas and interests brought about the Revolution (e.g., resistance to imperial policy, the Stamp Act, the Townshend Acts, taxes on tea, Coercive Acts).
ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How does the Universal Theme of Moral, Ethical and Spiritual Behavior create mastery learning of essential concepts in this unit?

9.  MORAL, ETHICAL AND SPIRITUAL BEHAVIOR  

Class Textbook, Practice Book, and Literature Book

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: Show a video of Benedict Arnold.  www.earlyamerica.com/benadick.html

Students will: List what character traits does a traitor exhibit.
COMPREHENSION:  After students read and complete the Practice book page from Hougton Mifflin on Benedict Arnold, explain what you would do, defend or condemn his actions.

APPLICATION:  

Anticipatory Set: Song: Liar, Liar by Castaways.

Students will: Research spies on both sides from the book “Great American History Games: Spy vs. Spy, pages 48-52.”

Class/team product: Make a dossier of their spy and take their fingerprints.

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: Discuss traitors from other countries and Homeland security issues.

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: Make invisible ink.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link: Invite a member of the police/sheriff department to come in and show how to lift fingerprints.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Watch a clip from Harriet the Spy.
Students will: Be put into small cooperative groups and randomly pick situations where a spy would be in attendance or invent/create their own spy scenario.

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link: Compare the number of soldiers in the British Army and Continental Army.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link: Invite a surveyor to come to the class and demonstrate equipment of his field.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Play geography clip from Last of the Mohicans that shows the Fort of Ticonderoga under siege.

Students will: Work in cooperative groups using a map showing only landforms and natural resources to place an imaginative settlement.  Students will defend why they chose the location they did.

Class/team/individual product: A map showing the major natural features and imaginative settlement’s location.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT: Discuss how landforms (geography) played a significant role in the Revolutionary War.

HOMELINK: Talk/brainstorm with your family what the most important landform is in your area.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: Students group in small learning groups and create a skit that demonstrates the theme of cooperation to the audience.

Students will: Brainstorm different ways to cooperate.

Class/team/individual product: Students will develop a game that would show cooperation.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT:  What would happen if no one cooperated in the classroom?
HOMELINK: Discuss ways you can cooperate at home.

17. MEDICINE
Textbook: Chronicle of America: American Revolution, pages 34-35

KNOWLEDGE:

Anticipatory Set: View several short stills & clips (i.e. Opening scene of Dances with Wolves showing the doctors working of Kevin Costner’s leg) showing wounded soldiers, carnage, and people infected with small pox.  Have students brainstorm what they know or suspect about medicine and diseases of Revolutionary War times.

Students will: Learn the impact of disease and medicine, or lack of, on the soldiers of the Revolutionary War and how individuals’ contributions through medicine advancement played a role in the outcome of the Revolutionary War.
COMPREHENSION:  

After reading the article, “I need a Doctor,” from Chronicle of America, pg. 34-35, students will write a response to respond to the following quote from the article. “In 1776, 1000 American men were killed in the fighting and 1200 were wounded.  But a staggering 10,000 died from disease.”  Responses should provide examples to justify their statements.

APPLICATION:  
Anticipatory Set: Ask the students to quietly listen to the following songs and be prepared to discuss how they make them feel and what do they all have in common (war/battle songs)? “Battle Hymn of the Republic,” “God Bless America,” “Ballad of the Green Berets,” and God Bless the USA.” 

Students will: Describe a decision they will make based on the medicine of the time. 

Class/team product: Role-playing the part of General George Washington, students will write a letter to the colonist explaining how he is going to reduce the number of men he is losing to disease in the battlefield.  General Washington should explain his reasoning for using medicine as a war strategy.

Multicultural and/or ESL and/or Bilingual Link: Have students discuss/brainstorm about other parts of the modern world that are losing thousands today to disease.  What steps have they taken using medicine to curb these losses?

Mathematics/Science Link and/or Humanities Link:  Using an Almanac or the Internet, have students calculate the % of people in several countries who die from a particular disease each year.

School-to-Career/Tech Prep Link:  Invite a college counselor (or even a Dr.) to come in and talk to students on the importance of working hard in school in order to gain the grades/skills necessary to be admitted into a college.  Allow them to see the education it takes for those especially heading for the medical profession.

HIGHER ORDER THINKING SKILLS (H.O.T.S.):

Anticipatory set: View an Emergency room scene from the TV show ER.

Students will: analyze some of the medical practices performed in Revolutionary times, as exampled in the “I need a Doctor” article, and explain or predict why those practices seemed reasonable at the time. 

Class/team/individual product:  Students after discussing the questionable medical practices, both in small groups and then whole class, will create a miniature doctor’s medical how-to manual for treating disease and injuries of soldiers.  Each manual should come complete with illustrations and short directions.

INDIVIDUAL JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT:   

Describe the role women played in medicine during wartime.  How do you think women’s role in the military have changed? 

HOMELINK:   Ask your family whether they think the government should pay for medicine and medical help for all Americans or should it be the responsibility of each citizen to pay.
